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Faculty and Staff of Cape Girardeau Public School District No. 63 are responsible for establishing credibility with district patrons, which requires a professional image.  The attire and appearance of district employees will be neat, clean, proper, and modest, as determined by the employee’s supervisor.  Appropriate dress for faculty and staff shall be, at minimum, business casual.  
· Clothing shall be sized to fit, not too tight or see through.
· Undergarments shall be concealed.
· Athletic style and screen t-shirts, halter-tops, off-the shoulder, spaghetti-strapped, tank, and low-cut tops, exposed cleavage and bare midriffs are prohibited.  
· Denim material is prohibited.
· Fishnet fabrics, cargo pants, shorts, skorts, wind suits, sweat suits, and sweat type clothing are prohibited.
· Skirts and dresses shall be no shorter than 2 inches above the knee, even if leggings are worn.
· Cape themed shirts and denim pants may be worn on School Spirit Days.

· No flip-flops. 
· No visible body-piercings, except for earrings in the ear or those flush to the face.
· Nurses may wear scrubs.  

· Nutrition Services, Technology, Maintenance and Custodial staff is required to wear solid colored t-shirts or collared shirts and may wear jeans or other pants as approved by the employee’s supervisor.
· The building administrator may authorize more casual clothing than is otherwise allowed if the nature of the employee’s duty warrants an exception
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
